Year 2 Teaching Assistants are: Mrs Perediuha, Mrs Childs and Mrs Warren

In Year 2, pupils will remain in their class for the majority of lessons, with the exception of phonics
(including spelling and handwriting), for which they will be grouped and may change teacher/classrooms.
They will be informed of their teacher for phonics in lessons later this week.

We have a number of online learning sites for our children to access at home which staff will provide login
details for at the beginning of this term. This will help children to apply Maths and English skills based on
their learning during the past weeks. We also expect pupils to read their school book regularly and discuss
the story and characters. Learning number bonds and times tables is also essential for their Maths work in
school and activities may be set to support this.

Children should arrive from 8.40am each morning through their assigned entrance and should then go
straight into their class after washing their hands. Registration is at 8.50am. Any late pupils after this time
MUST follow correct procedures and enter through the school office.

As always, we continue to expect high levels of behaviour and attainment at all times. Class Dojo will be
used to reward children for excellent behaviour and effort throughout the year.
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In English this term we will be focusing on topical stories, stories with familiar settings, pattern poems and
instructions. Throughout the English units we will be focusing on Spellings, Grammar and Punctuation.

In Maths our focus will be Place Value, Counting in steps of 2, 5 and 10, Counting, Partitioning, 2D
Shape, Data Handling, Measurement, Multiplication, Division and Problem solving.

The topics this term are:
Science: What do our bodies need to grow and survive?
Art: Paper art

Comguting: We are astronauts

Geography | History: Where do I live? / The Great Fire of London
PSHE: Being me in my world

RE: What can we learn from stories from the Bible? / Beginning to learn from Islam

Music: Hands, feet, heart — South African music which has its own styles of pop, jazz and traditional.
During D&T week, we will be designing and creating flying Rites.
PE days for Year 2 are Wednesday and Thursday.

Please ensure your child arrives at school in the correct PE kit (White t-shirt, blue shorts / blue jogging
trousers and trainers) and a reminder that no jewellery should be worn during PE sessions.
